Statement of Accounts for the Year Ended 31 March 2008 - Karl Johnson presented the Statement of Accounts to the meeting for approval prior to submission to the Ministry of Justice before 06 May 2008.  Members were informed that the Accounts had been prepared to a standard statutory format and they will form part of the Annual Report.  
The Accounts will be subject to external audit by the Audit Commission although it is not anticipated that there will be any changes.  Should this be the case however, the Accounts will be brought back to the Board for approval, otherwise, the auditor’s findings will be reported to the Audit Committee on 10 June 2008 and subsequently to the Board in his Annual Audit Letter.

Members were taken through the Statement of Accounts and questions were answered.  An underspend of £496,485 (2.88%) was highlighted; this amount will be carried forward to this current financial year.  It was confirmed that the amount is not ringfenced.
