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OFFENDERS WORK ON MAYOR’S PROJECT
Offenders sentenced by the courts to Unpaid Work in the community are ‘cleaning up’ a local cemetery as part of a new initiative launched today (Friday, 22 February) between the Mayor of North Lincolnshire, Councillor Tony Ellerby, and Humberside Probation Area.

Throughout England and Wales, Probation areas celebrated their centenary last year by initiating Mayoral Projects. Under these, mayors were invited to nominate schemes where offenders could carry out Unpaid Work to benefit the community.

After meeting representatives of Humberside Probation Area, Cllr Ellerby proposed a major clear-up of Brumby Cemetery, Scunthorpe.

Cllr Tony Ellerby, Mayor of North Lincolnshire, said: 

“North Lincolnshire Council’s employees are doing a great job trying to get the cemetery in shape with regular maintenance work. But sadly the area has been targeted by vandals who have flattened and broken gravestones.

The opportunity for offenders to improve the cemetery will benefit everyone.”
Humberside Probation Area’s Chief Officer Steve Hemming says: “Unpaid work is just one of the sentences which judges and magistrates can make as part of a community order, but it is the one which is most visible and which most directly benefits communities. 

As well as carrying out the work, offenders will have the opportunity to build or develop skills which they can transfer to the work place.”
