INVESTORS IN PEOPLE MILESTONE ACHIEVED

Humberside Probation Area has achieved a major milestone by becoming one of less than 500 organisations in the UK to retain its Investors in People (IIP) award for more than 10 years.

The only probation area in England and Wales to have achieved this landmark, the Humberside Area passed its latest review this year with flying colours.

Says Regional IIP assessor Jeff Law: “To retain the award for 10 years is a major achievement and Humberside Probation Area deserves full credit for its achievement.”

In his latest report, good practice highlighted by Jeff included planning and consultation, learning and development, upward appraisal to measure the effectiveness of management, good communication and team working.

 

Jeff also suggested the organisation should develop an internal team to carry out its own IiP reviews.

Says Humberside Probation Area Chief Officer Steve Hemming: “Maintaining IiP for 10 years shows the willingness of our people to try out new ideas ... and make them work.
